CYCLIC MICROBIAL RECOVERY
A solution of microorganisms and nutrients is introduced into an oil reservoir during injection. The injection well is then shut in
for an incubation period allowing the microorganisms to produce carbon dioxide gas and surfactants that help to mobilize the
oil. The well is then opened and oil and products resulting from the treatment are produced. This process may be repeated,
